				Tournament Rules   (participant may detach and keep rules)
A.  The tournament is open to everyone M.I. members and non-members.
B.  The tournament headquarters is McKeen’s Lounge  located approximately one-half mile south and one block east of the Hwy 9 and Hwy 71 junction in Spirit Lake, Iowa.  (2608 22nd St, Spirit Lake, Iowa  336-2362)
C.  All muskies must be caught during tournament hours using legal sport fishing methods on the following Lakes: East and West Okoboji.   Tournament hours will be 7:00 A.M. to 6:00 P.M. on October 1, 2011.  (Everyone is invited to the tournament headquarters on Saturday Night for Brats). 
D.  All muskies must be a minimum of 30” in length and must be RELEASED UNHARMED in the presence of (1) one witness who is entered in the tournament (yes, this can be your boat partner).  The witness must sign a release form that is supplied at the tournament headquarters.  The place divisions are based on the following point system.  A 30” fish will be 4 points.  In addition you will receive 1 point for each inch over 30”  measured to the nearest inch.  ABSOLUTELY NO ½” MEASUREMENTS ACCEPTED (1/2” or greater rounds up). ALL FORMS MUST BE TURNED IN BY 7:00 P.M. ON OCT 1, 2011. RELEASE FORMS MUST BE TURNED IN AT THE TOURNAMENT HEADQUARTERS.
E.  All sublegal muskies (30 inches or longer but less than 40 inches)  should be netted and kept in the lake while waiting for a witness to arrive.  These fish are sublegal and cannot be placed in a livewell.    All Muskies may also be measured in the water.
F.  Witnesses PLEASE use your best judgment on a healthy and successful release and record the exact time of the release.
G.  All occupants in your boat must be entered in the tournament, including guides.
H.   No live bait.
I.  Any protest of violation of tournament rules must be presented to the Tournament Committee in writing prior to the Awards Ceremony on Oct. 1 at the tournament headquarters.  Judges for the tournament are the Tournament Committee and all of their decisions are final.
J.  The meal cost for guests of participants is $5.00 for adults and $3.00 for children.
K.  Unsportsmanlike conduct will not be tolerated.  Any discrepancies will be decided by the Tournament Committee.
L.  All entered will be required to adhere to all governmental safety regulations, Coast Guard Safety Rules, and all rules of normal angling etiquette.
M.  Prizes will be awarded for the first two places.
N.  The Release of liability form must be signed before fishing.
O.   All contestants agree to cooperate with the press for interviews and photographs, as well as, with the Upper Great Plains Chapter for use of contestant names and photographs for both publicity and advertising purposes.
