Tournament Rules: Participants must sign the Release of Liability Waiver before fishing. (see sheet)
A.  The tournament is open to everyone M.I. members and non-members.

B.  The Spirit Lake Community Building (Expo Center), located North of  the Hy Vee store,  is Tournament Headquarters.

C.  All muskies must be caught during tournament hours using legal sport fishing methods on the following Lakes: East and West Okoboji, Big and Little Spirit Lakes, Minnewashta, Upper and Lower Gar. .  (Everyone is invited to the tournament headquarters on Friday and Saturday Nights for the evening meals, 6:00 P.M.).   Tournament hours will be 7:00 A.M. to 5:00 P.M. on September 17th and September 18th;  7:00 A.M. to 11:00 A.M. on September 19th  (meal starts at 12:00 Noon with the Awards Ceremony starting at 1:00 P.M. sharp at the tournament headquarters)

D.  New this year  (Bump board picture is now the only option for release verification.) Those registering at Oh Shucks, Stan’s Bait, or Kabele’s after the tournament has started will receive their daily board sticker.  Those not already having the tournament isssued bumpboard with need to purchase one at that time. Tournament signup, daily stickers, and bump boards are also available at headquarters, as well as, all three listed bait shops (next day stickers will be handed out daily  6:00 P.M.  till close)                   
E.  Early Entries All early entries will need to pick up their first day sticker at Oh Shucks, Stan’s Bait, or Kabele’s on the first morning of the tournament.  Daily stickers and bump boards are  also available each   day at tournament headquarters from 6:00 PM to 7:00 PM beginning on Sept 16th. Those participants that do not have a bump board but register early may  call Pete Hildreth 712-363-0755 to arrange the purchase and pickup of their bump board or the bump board may be purchased at one of  the three tournament bait shops.                                                       
F.   Muskie Measurement  The muskie measurement is recorded using a digital camera and the tournament issued measuring board. Measuring boards may be purchased or rented from  6:00 P.M. till 7:00 P.M.at tournament headquarters on September 16,17, and 18.                                                        The fish is positioned on a tournament issued bump board with its nose at the head of the bump board and the belly facing out.                           The tournament day decal as well as the entire board must be in clear view.  The daily decal must be picked up at tournament headquarters the evening before each day of fishing.                                                                                                   The angler must be kneeling behind the fish while holding it securely on the board.  After each qualifying fish is photographed and released the participant must call in the time of catch, the length of fish, and the participant name.  A voice message is sufficient.   All catches must be called in immediately after the release.  Pete Hildreth 712-363-0755                                                                                                  The angler  must also record their fish by bringing their digital camera to tournament headquarters for picture verification.

G.   The place divisions are based on the following point system.  A 30” fish will be 4 points.  In addition you will receive 1 point for each inch over 30”  measured to the nearest inch.  ABSOLUTELY NO ½” MEASUREMENTS ACCEPTED (1/2” or greater rounds up). 

H.  Picture Verification ALL DIGITAL CAMERAS CONTAINING  MUSKIE  BOARD PICTURES   MUST BE BROUGHT  IN DAILY TO TOURNAMENT HEADQUARTERS BY 7:00 P.M.  ON SEPT. 17tth, 7:00  P.M.. ON SEPT. 18th, AND 12:00 NOON ON SEPT. 19th. After picture verification the appropriate release form will be turned in.
I.  All sublegal muskies (30 inches or longer but less than 40 inches)  should be netted and kept in the lake while waiting for the board and camera to be readied.  These fish are sublegal and cannot be placed in a livewell.    Participants  are responsible for arranging to have their own photographer.  
J.  All muskies must be a minimum of 30” in length and must be RELEASED UNHARMED. Participants please use your best judgement on a healthy and successful release.

K.  All occupants in your boat must be entered in the tournament, including guides.

L.   No live bait.

M.  Any protest of violation of tournament rules must be presented to the Tournament Committee in writing prior to 12:30 on September 19th at the tournament headquarters.  Judges for the tournament are the Tournament Committee and all of their decisions are final.

N.  Meal cost for guests of participants is $5.00 - adults and $3.00 - children.

O.  Unsportsmanlike conduct will not be tolerated.  Any discrepancies will be decided by the Tournament Committee.

P.  All entered will be required to adhere to all governmental safety regulations, Coast Guard Safety Rules, and all rules of normal angling etiquette.

Q.  In the event that only one Muskie is caught and released, there will  not be a  longest release division

R.   The Release of Liability Wavier  must be signed to enter the tournament.

S.   All contestants agree to cooperate with the press for interviews and photographs, as well as, with the Upper Great Plains Chapter for  use of contestant names and photographs for both publicity and advertising purposes.
